
Course Overview:  AP World History is a year long course offering a challenging and accelerated curriculum. The course traces the evolution of global processes and interaction between differing human societies.  AP World History highlights the nature of changes in international frameworks and their causes and consequences, as well as comparisons among major societies.  The course builds on an understanding of cultural, institutional, and technological precedents that, along with geography, set the human stage. Periodization forms an organizing principle for dealing with continuity and change in this course. The following themes will be used to help students place each of the six Eras (Periods) and particular societies into a larger framework:

1) Interactions between Humans and the Environment
2) Development and Interaction of Cultures
3) State-building, Expansion, and Conflict
4) Creation, Expansion, and Interaction of Economic Systems
5) Development and Transformation of Social Structures
Reading is an imperative part of the AP program.  Students should expect to read about 1 – 2 chapters in the textbook or review book weekly in addition to supplementary readings.  Failure to complete the readings in a timely and consistent manner will limit student success in this course.  Regular reading quizzes will be given to monitor student progress and commitment to reading. 
Collaboration is a key to success in AP World History.  Students should expect to work together and should seek out study partners.

Classroom Procedures:  

· Enter class quietly.
· Sit in your assigned seat and begin your Bellwork before the tardy bell rings.

· Bring your Required Materials to class EVERY day.

· Bellwork.

· Everyday will begin with bellwork.  

· You’ll find your bellwork on the white board or screen.

· Begin your bellwork before the bell rings.

· Bellwork is required and is part of your grade.

· Bellwork prepares you for quizzes and tests.

· Notebook.

· You are required to keep a 3-ring binder/notebook with dividers.

· Keep your Notebook organized!  There is a direct correlation between final grade and notebook organization.  
· Put your name on all your work to ensure you get proper credit for it.    

· Textbook.

· You will be issued a textbook and are responsible for it.  
· TEST REVIEWS.

· If you are absent for a test review, you will still take the test on schedule.

· If absent for a review, study your work and notes from your notebook, review the covered chapters via the class website at www.mrwyka.weebly.com, and study with a peer.
· E-mail me during your absence to request a review sheet via e-mail.  
· Listen to and follow instructions the first time given.

· When Mr. Wyka is talking, no one else should be talking.  

· Fire & Tornado Drills are SILENT drills, from beginning to end.

· Please be quiet and attentive during the Morning Show.

· Please be respectful during class visitations.

· Getting My Attention.

· Raise your hand and wait until I acknowledge you.

· Please do not speak out of turn or leave your desk without permission. 

· Getting Your Attention. 

· When I speak, please be quiet and pay attention.    

· When an announcement comes over, please be quiet.

· Please use the restroom before or after class.  

· If you absolutely must use the restroom, raise your hand for permission, sign out, and take the bathroom pass.  If you abuse the restroom privilege, it will be revoked.

Students will not disrupt class, interrupt another speaker, openly criticize or mock fellow students, tease, or in any way disturb another student’s belongings.  Similarly, students are expected to fully respect themselves by maintaining a mature attitude in class and adhering to the school’s dress code and conduct policy.  Finally, in the interest of respect, students are to observe the highest level of academic integrity always.  Students found to be cheating, copying, or plagiarizing will receive disciplinary action in addition to a zero on that assignment.

· Students will be prepared for class.  
· Students must have their textbook, notebook, proper writing utensil, and paper each class period.  In addition, students must be academically prepared for each class, having read the assigned reading and completed any assigned work.   
· Students will use all their time in class. 
· With approximately 15 weeks to learn 10,000 years of history there is no time to spare. 
· Students are expected to work bell to bell during class. 
· Watch Your Mouth.

· Profanity, cursing, hateful comments, even in a joking manner, will not be tolerated at all.  

· Choose to build others up with your comments, not tear them down.

· Keep your hands to yourself.

· Physical contact of any kind is not permitted.

· Stay in your Seat.

· Sharpen your pencils and prepare for class BEFORE the tardy bell rings.  

· Leave food, drinks, and gum at home.

· Students may not eat or drink in the classroom, which includes gum & candy.

· Leave electronics in your locker or home.  

· I should never see or hear cell phones, iPods, mp3’s, etc.  
· My classroom is a NO PHONE ZONE.  
· Stay hoodless.  

· Keep hoods & hats off your head.  

· I Need to See Your Eyes!

· Please do not sleep in my class.  

· Nothing Goes Airborne.  

· No exceptions.  

· Raise your hand to be recognized.  Please do not call out.  

· Do your own work.  CHEATING will result in an automatic ZERO.  
· Plagiarizing an author’s work and copying another student’s work is Cheating and will result in a ZERO and a call home.  

· I dismiss the class, NOT the bell.

· We work bell-to-bell in this class.  Stay in your seat until dismissed.  

· Do Not Say “Shut Up”.

· This phrase shows a lack of respect.  It has no place in our classroom.
· “I Don’t Care” has no place in our classroom.

· Think before speaking and replace “I don’t care” with something positive.
· Follow all CHS Rules.

Late Work will be accepted within the Nine Week grading period it was assigned.  Late work receives a 10 point penalty for every day it is late.     Students who are absent from class will have two additional days (for each day missed) to make up their missed assignments.  
(Certain in-class assignments, such as Quizzes and Group Presentations, cannot be made up.  An absent student, although receiving an “excused” grade, will miss valuable and important instruction.  Attendance is vital for success in AP World History.)
Extra Credit may be offered at various times throughout the year.  Students should not count on extra credit to raise their grades.  Extra credit assignments will vary in format and length and are designed to reward hardworking students with the opportunity to raise their class average (slightly).  Extra credit will not be offered to individual students as a “bail out” for a lack of effort.  Students will find that applying any additional effort to their regular studies will result in just as much “help” as extra credit.

Attendance:   Regular attendance is absolutely necessary for success in a course of this pace and rigor. There simply is no replacement for lost class time.  However, situations do arise outside of our control from time to time.  When this happens, it is the student’s responsibility to acquire any missed work, preferably by e-mailing me during his or her absence or by checking with a trusted peer.  Students will then have two class periods for each day absent to make up any missed work. These two days are marked from the day the student returns to class, not the day that they pick up their missed work.  If a student fails to make up his or her work in the allotted time, a zero will be given for the missed work.  
Tardiness:  Being in class is integral to success in AP World History.  Students arriving tardy to class (excused or not) should make their best effort to enter class in the least disruptive manner.
